The achievements show our full commitment to the other sports with us reaching the National finals in 

Worcester for Handball and with boys reaching National Cross Country and Athletics finals. 

The boys at St Aloysius have a chance to participate in a wide range of sporting activities with the sports 

hall always busy with an activity. We continue to run the Arsenal Premier League 4 sport programme with 

Handball on Mondays, Badminton on Wednesdays and Table Tennis on Fridays. These sessions are led by a 

coach from the local clubs along with a member of the PE staff.  

Unfortunately this is the last year of our partnership in the 6th form BTEC 

Sport programme with Arsenal ITC and we would like to thank them for 

the help they have given us over the last 6 years in the setting up of our 

course which is now embedded into the 6th form programme. Martin Davis 

and Tony David have taught the boys and girls to be better coaches, with 

lots of them going on to coach outside of school. We would like to thank 

them for the opportunities which we have been afforded with the partnership. 

ATHLETICS 

The athletics season has been a very pleasing one with some outstanding 

performances in a variety of disciplines.  

The highlights of the season have been the performances of several individuals 

and also the junior boys team in the Track and Field cup who qualified for the 

South East England A Final for the first time in 5 years. 

In the London Championships, Johnny Payne was the medal winner in the Inter 

Boys Javelin, throwing a distance of 40 metres to walk away with the silver

200m but injured himself in the final, dropping down to 6th place and then being unable to take his place in 

the 200m final. 

In the Junior boys, the day belonged to Clive Mbatika who ran an entry standard time of 11.43 for the 

100m to qualify for the final. His 3rd place and his time for the final was enough for him to be selected for 

the London Schools team for the English Schools finals in Gateshead.  

At Gateshead, he won his heat with a time of 11.41 which was his quickest time of the weekend. He was 

the fastest loser in the semi final, which put him into the England final where he finished in 6th place. He 

was a member of the relay team however which won the gold medal, so he had a very good weekend.  

In the Year 7&8 London Champs at Mile End, the 2 outstanding performances 

were the gold medlas for Neochay Rodney in the Year 8 Long Jump and Aron Keto 

in the Year 7 High Jump. Both boys won the gold medal. Neochay was the only boy 

to clear 5 metres and with some work on his technique, he will be a serious 

contender for English schools selection next year. He also qualified for the 

200metre final but after his exertions in winning the long jump, he was 

understandably tired in the final, finishing in 5th place. 



The district athletics took on a new format this season with the traditional sports day being replaced by 4 

evenings of events, from which the Islington team was selected for 

the London Championships. The boys performed very well, with 

several students being selected to represent their district. 

In the Indoor Simmons Cup, in early January, the boys got their 

seasons underway with a 5th place finish overall against some very 

strong opposition. This set the tone for the year with the Year 8 in 

particular looking very promising. 

By the time of the Track and Field Cup at Mile End, the Junior Boys team performed very well indeed with 

them qualifying for the South east England A final for the 1st t ime in 5 years. 

Despite some last minute drop outs from the team due to over running football seasons, the team worked 

hard and the boys who did events uncommon to them scored very valuable points. Riley Timms and Elton 

Addae Mensah aprticlualrly scored valuable points competing in events with which they were unfamiliar. 

Neochay Rodney, Kwajo Shakane in the 200m and long jump scored well for the team along with sprinter 

Levi Liston, Jaidon Rincon, Zaki Ibrahim and Jordan Sackey. Unfortunately the A final was the same week as 

the school exam week so we were unable to attend the event.  

 

BASKETBALL  

The basketball season has again been a very busy season, especially 

with the new addition of the Islington league for Years 7 &8. 

The Year 7 team have been a joy to watch this year with a big group 

of players training very hard throughout the season and early in the 

morning. The boys have improved massively over the course of the 

year and were worthy winners of the Islington League. We look 

forward in anticipation of them playing next season in National 

league competitions. 

The Year 8 team were also Islington league winners, not having too much trouble along the way. There was 

a drop off in players from last year, with some boys deciding to try other sports. This was a disappointment 

but with Elias Da Costa leading the team they progressed well from the group in the National U13 

competition. They had relatively easy games against Heartlands, Lammas and Raines Foundation which 

meant the last game away to local rivals Greig City would decide who went through to the regional rounds. 

With injuries, we went with only 5 players including Manuel Alves in Year 7. Brandon and Elias dominated 

the game with Emmanuel and Richard also playing very well. 

This victory meant a playoff game in the regional rounds against 

Platanos. Again injuries and illness were against us and against a very 

well drilled and experienced Platanos team, we were well defeated 92-

54. 

The U16 team were again in the Premier Competition with some very 

tough games and journeys. They started the season with an away 



victory against Madjeski academy in Reading. This was followed by home and away victories against 

Northampton Boys School, the home game finishing 69-67. Harrow High School however were again a 

problem with us losing home and away. A resounding 71-60 victory against Lampton and then with them 

conceding the return fixture, this meant we qualified for the regional rounds. 

We were drawn away to the undefeated Barking Abbey side in the reginal rounds and although the boys 

pushed as hard as they could, a slow start from us meant that we could never really recover despite some 

good shooting from Jason Prince.

We had beaten St 

Bonaventures 57-42 to progress to the quarter finals and the boys had continued with their form from the 

pool stages.  

We started badly in the pool stages, throwing away the game at Greig City 68-62 in overtime after being in 

a winning position. An easy 80-36 win against Harrow High followed which meant we had to beat the much 

fancied Haringey 6th form college. We managed a 56-53 victory with the boys producing some excellent 

plays to defeat them and progress in the competition. 

The future of the basketball is encouraging with the teams in the younger years looking promising.  They 

boys do need to recognise that they need to work hard to achieve success and with greater commitment 

from some of the boys the teams should progress very well. 

Y7 Football 

It is celebration all round for the Year 7 football team, producing an 

undefeated season, winning 18 out of 18 fixtures. Having been selected 

from 80+ boys during football trails at the beginning of the academic

This 

was not helped by injuries to some of the key players and at that point Central Foundation were too 

strong.    

Although the team faced some defeats, the team trained hard on Monday mornings and I am confident 

about gaining some success next year. 

 

Year 9 Football  

The year 9 football team were entered into 4 competitions this 

year, and started off brightly.  

In the Islington and Camden cup we drew Coali in the first round  

we won that game 4-2 and played Hampstead in the 2nd round 

beating them convincingly 8-1, however in round we lost 2-1 to 

Highbury Grove school.

won the game 4-3. We then travelled to play Shenley for 

the quarter finals where we got knocked out the year 

before, luck was on our side and we ended up beating 

them 2-1 before we had a tough semi final game against 

Little Heath away in Reading, the game was 0-0 after full 

time, and entered extra time, we rode our luck on 

occasion and even managed to save a penalty before

The inner London cup saw a similar outcome with the boys just missing out on going through to the 

quarter finals after being defeated by Bacons school in south London.

In the London Championships, we were only able to take a small squad due to a school Inset day. The team 

finished 12th overall with Marcos finishing just outside the London Schools selection positions. The other 

runners Deji Agbede, Jordan Sackey and Zaki Ibrahim were a credit to the school with their performance in 

very windy conditions at Wormwood Scrubs. In the Inter boys race, David Keto finished in 9th place which 

was reward for his hard training over the winter. This was enough for him to earn a place in the London 

Schools team for the England Champs in Nottingham. 

The district competition this year was combined with Camden 

schools for the first time, taking place at Parliament Hill. The 

teams ran out winners in every year group which was a 

fantastic achievement in the first ever competition.
